	the main witness who gives evidence to try to prove they are the victim and the Accused is guilty of the charge

	Prosecution Witness 2 – 
D.S. Gillian/Graham McKay
	a witness that gives evidence which supports the case of  Prosecution 

	Prosecution Witness 3  - 
Forensic Scientist
	a witness that gives forensic evidence which supports the case of  Prosecution

	Court Clerk
	reads the indictment and swears in the jury


Each Defence team will need the following participants:

	Defence Advocate 1

	the lawyer who tries to prove their client – the Accused -  is not guilty of the charges

	Defence Advocate 2

	the lawyer who works with Defence Advocate 1 to try to prove the Accused is not guilty as charged

	The Accused
	the person who has been accused of the crime as set out in the indictment

	Defence Witness 2
	a witness that gives evidence that supports the case of  the Defence

	Macer
	the court official who leads the judge into court, shouts ‘court rise’, and escorts witnesses to the stand
