Explain why many emigrants from Scotland were highly valued in their new homelands

Many Scots emigrated to Canada, Australia, America and New Zealand between 1830 and 1930 because of poor housing, highland clearances and lack of highly paid jobs. Another reason is the cheap fairs and faster ship journeys. Letters home from families encouraged people to emigrate as well as agents and advertising. In these new homelands they were valued because of their education, they had skills, they had capital, they had a reputation for working hard, they were good team workers, most spoke English, they took their culture with them and they were overall enterprising.
