The 8 mark essay

· There is no source given.

· Stems are, likely to be "Explain why ..", "what were the reasons", "explain".

· Each developed point will gain one mark. 

· A maximum of five marks will be awarded for content, so clearly five developed points are all that pupils need to write.

· Three marks will be awarded for organisation. The marking guide says the following . "The remaining three marks will be awarded for the organisation of the essay with an introduction and conclusion". One mark will be given for the introduction and two marks for the conclusion. 

5-mark knowledge and understanding question

· There is no source given so the answer is entirely dependent on recall.

· Question stems are likely to be "describe", "what were". "give an account of" , "in what ways did" etc.

· Marking: This is marked on "a one mark for each developed point" basis, thus 

"For 5 marks, 5developed points must be given."

5-mark explaining question

· A source is given and must be used, but recall must also be used.
· The question stems will be "why", "in what ways", "explain why", "what were the main reasons for" etc. 

· Marking : "one mark for each developed point"  However, you will only get a maximum of 3 out of 5 for answers which refer only to recall or only to the source."

4 -mark how useful type of question

· Question based on one source only.

· Question type / stem:  "how useful", "how valuable", "how reliable".

· Marking: Origin, Purpose, Content and Recall. So mention primary or secondary and why is it?, authorship important ?, possible purpose, content and recall should be what the source fails to mention. 

· Use statements such as "written by an historian who has the benefit of research and hindsight", "written by one of the main participants of the battle of Bannockburn", "from memoirs, so possible bias towards himself", "eyewitness", "first-hand account", “ comes from the time of Irish immigration to Scotland, etc. 

· Remember to include ‘However’ in your answer. For example, “however, the source does not mention….(recall)” You will get a mark for stating what the source does not show/say, which needs recall. The recall must relate to the question.
4-mark comparison question

· Question stems: are the familiar "compare", "to what extent do sources agree/disagree", "explain the differences between the sources".

· Marking: 2 marks will be given for each accurate and developed point of comparison taken from the sources. Include two developed comparisons.
· What is a developed comparison? It is this:

"Sources A and B disagree about Wallace’’s actions during the battle. Source A states ‘Wallace’s actions were brave' whereas source B states ‘Wallace’s actions were cowardice’. If you just state ‘Both sources A and B disagree about Wallace’s action during the battle", you would only get 1 mark.

· You could also do a comparison on the authors of the source, if possible. For example, ‘Sources A and B disagree because source A is from the English view and source B is from the Scottish view.
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
