Intermediate 1/2: topics covered

Immigrants and Exiles, Scotland 1830s-1930s.

· Irish going to Scotland
Reasons why Push/Pull– famine, poverty in Ireland, job opportunities in Scotland, etc

Where did they settle in Scotland and what did they do? What were their living conditions like in Scotland?

· Irish and the Scots

Religious and cultural forces which kept the Irish community together; differences between Irish and Scots and relations between them; religion – Catholic and Protestant; ways in which Irish slowly absorbed into Scottish life.

· Scots emigration
Reasons why Scots left Push/Pull – Clearances, poverty, poor living conditions, attracted by promises of a better life, relatives there already, etc

· The Scot Abroad
Where did they go to? What difficulties they put up with to get there? What part did they play in developing the countries they went to? What kind of work did they get involved in and why were Scots welcomed? Some famous Scots, e.g. Carnegie, John Muir.

'Free at Last?' - Race Relations in the USA 1918-1968 

· Where did Immigrants come from? 
‘Old’ immigrants (WASPs) from central and northern Europe and ‘new’ immigrants from southern and eastern Europe. How did this affect the USA? Increasing tensions - why? Competition for jobs/housing and religious differences. Melting Pot? American Dream?

· Changing attitudes to immigration 
Why? What new laws were introduced to control immigration?

· How were black people treated?
Remember, Blacks NOT IMMIGRANTS. How were they treated early 1920's? Jim Crow Laws; Ku Klux Klan; Segregation; ‘Separate but Equal ruling; voting; blacks move north to get jobs in cities – increasing racial tensions in the 1920s.

· Civil Rights
The movement - aims; non-violent first but became violent much later; schools segregation Little Rock etc; Bus Boycott 1955; Martin Luther King - importance, speeches, death, etc; 1957 Detail of Act - civil rights at last?

· Violent and Non-violent protest 
Explain difference; Sit-ins; freedom rides; Birmingham, Alabama, 1963; March on Washington, 1963; How did the authorities react to these peaceful protests? Civil Rights Act 1964 - details; Right to vote by blacks.

Move to violent protest and Black Power - Malcolm X, Stokely Carmichael, SNCC, CORE etc., more violent, Why?; ghettos, riots and different ideologies; successes?

Wallace, Bruce and the Wars of Independence 1286-1328 

· Scotland 1286-96: The Problem over the Succession
Problems following death of Alexander III; Treaty of Birgham; death of Maid of Norway; Scottish appeal to Edward I; the decision at Norham; Bruce versus Balliol, the Great Cause and Edward’s decision; Balliol’s reign; Edward as Overlord of Scotland and the Scottish response; the war between England and France and the Franco-Scottish Treaty; the subjugation of Scotland.

· William Wallace
Reasons for and the progress of his rebellion; his victory at Stirling Bridge and its effect on Scots and on Scotland; battle of Falkirk and the reasons for defeat and his death.

· Robert Bruce
Ambitions of the Bruce family; Bruce’s changing positions, his conflict with and victory over the English; reasons for his success; after Bannockburn; Declaration of Arbroath-the triumph of the nation state in 1328.
