1. This is about doing your best work

2. Look up dates in the Union Issues Textbook (pages 12-15). Also look in A New Scottish History-Book One (pages 190-195)

3. Look in websites. Go to www.uk.yahoo.com (type in Mary Queen of Scots in search box) Also look in  www.bbc.co.uk/history especially: http://www.bbc.co.uk/scotland/education/as/burghlife/page.shtml?page=mary

4. Go to the Library. Search in “Scottish” Section for Mary Queen of Scots.

5. Pick one part to write about in detail such as the murder of Darnley OR write generally about her whole life story

6. Whatever you write about try and give your opinion (what you think) of Mary. What was she really like? Was she an unlucky Queen or a wicked one?

7. Write in paragraphs or use bullet points to list your information

8. Add pictures or drawings to make it look good and get extra marks. Also you can stain the paper with a used tea bag to make it look old. It can also be rolled into a scroll and tied with a ribbon etc for effect. These are only suggestions and are not compulsory (They don’t have to be done)

9. If you want, you can make up a picture story- board with little drawings all linked up with speech bubbles like a comic. You can make a diary or record her life story onto tape either audio (speaking) or video. If it is a video you can work in a group. Parents can be assured videos would only be assessed in school and would not leave school premises until handed back to pupils. Alternatively, you can perform a short play in class. Perhaps, you would like to design and make a boardgame on the life of Mary. For example, it could have steps or squares that lead to her execution. The game could have questions to answer. If you get them wrong you get a forfeit (get sent to jail, lose Battle of Carberry etc). Use your Imagination.

10. If it is not an essay, then let your teacher know early what you are doing. Whatever you decide, it must be the best work you can do.
